Mounting Instructions:

Note:		1/4"	mounting	hardware	is	not	supplied.

Important:		Before	drilling,	inspect	the	proposed	area	where	the	Adjustable	Chainsaw	Mount	is	to	be	mounted	
for	any	hidden	wires,	hydraulic/pneumatic	lines,	etc.		Make	any	necessary	adjustments	in	the	placement	of	the	
mount	in	order	not	to	damage	those	items.

1.	 Place	the	Tray	Slide	(Item	1)	on	top	of	the	Tray	Base	(Item	2)	on	the	vehicle's	shelf.

2.	 Place	the	saw	onto	the	trays	and	adjust	the	width	of	the	trays	to	the	narrowest	position.		Make	sure	that	the
	 saw	and	the	Trays	are	clear	of	any	doors	that	will	be	closed	and/or	check	for	proper	drawer	operation.

3.	 Within	the	long	mounting	slots,	mark	and	drill	for	1/4"	hardware.		Leave	fasteners	loose	for	昀椀nal	
	 adjustments.

4.	 Place	the	Strap	(Item	5)	across	the	unit	where	it	seems	best	to	secure	it.

Note:		Due	to	the	shape	of	most	chainsaws,	circular	cutting	saws,	etc.,	the	Footman's	Loops	(Item	4)	can	usually	
be	placed	in	the	inside	area	of	the	trays.		This	will	save	outside	width	space.		Place	them	outside	if	necessary.

5.	 Align	and	fasten	the	Footman's	Loops	(Item	4)	with	the	Strap	(Item	5)	to	the	trays	with	the	Screws	(Item	6)
	 and	Lock	Nuts	(Item	7).

6.	 Fasten	the	corners	of	the	trays	with	1/4"	hardware	and	tighten	the	hardware	within	the	slots.

7.	 Place	the	saw	onto	the	Mount	and	tighten	the	Strap	accordingly.
